First Aid & CPR Requirement 
Michigan legislation passed in June, 2003 now requires that individuals complete a course in First Aid and Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) prior to being recommended for an initial teaching certificate.  The law requires that a student complete an approved course or training program that includes first aid and adult & child cardiopulmonary resuscitation, a test demonstration on a mannequin, and instruction in foreign body airway obstruction management.

Students must present satisfactory evidence from the American Red Cross, American Heart Association, American Safety and Health Institute, or Medic First Alert with this application that verifies that they have completed a course in First Aid and child & adult Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR).  The first aid and adult & child CPR certification must be valid at the time you are recommended for certification.  If you have physical limitations that make it impractical to complete this requirement, please obtain a letter of verification from the Director of Disability Services at SVSU and attach it with this application.

Please Note: The Michigan Department of Education requires that SVSU makes a photocopy of the First Aid/CPR cards that are issued by the American Red Cross or the American Heart Association.  A staff member from the Admissions and Certification Office on campus, Macomb or Port Huron office will photocopy your card(s) at the time you submit your application materials.

Teaching Certificate Fee
Public Act 339 of 1988 authorizes collection of fees for teacher certification in Michigan in accordance with the fee schedule.  In addition, the Administrative Rules Governing the Certification of Michigan Teachers requires that an application for certification must be made no later than five years after credit and testing requirements have been met.  Payment of the fee is a certificate requirement that must be met prior to the issuance of your Michigan teaching certificate (The Michigan Department of Education will bill you).  The required fee for a Provisional Certificate is $160.00.
