Passport:  If you do not have a passport, please visit the U.S. Department of State’s Web site (http://travel.state.gov/passport/passport_1738.html) for complete application instructions.   The current cost is $110.  Once you have your passport, please provide a copy to the OIP.

Photos:  you will need 2 passport photos for your passport application.  You can obtain these photos at the Saginaw Country Court House ($10) or local pharmacy chain (e.g. Rite Aid, Walgreens) for a bit less.

Visa:  (may or may not be required depending on country)

Airfare:  Airfare is included in your program cost.

____
Insurance: Medical insurance is provided by the University.  You will receive insurance information at your program orientation session.

Finances:  The following are potential sources to help you fund your faculty-led study abroad program.

Student Association Study Abroad Scholarship:  
Student Association awards study abroad scholarships.  Applications for faculty-led programs scheduled during the winter semester are due to Student Association office mid-October and for programs scheduled for the spring and/or summer semesters are due mid-March.  Please be sure to contact Student Association for specific application due dates.  The amount and number of awards depend on funding.

Study Abroad Experience Scholarship:
The Office of International Programs provides Study Abroad Experience Scholarship.  This potential funding source is awarded on a monthly basis until funds are exhausted.  Apply as soon as possible as awards vary from $500 to $1,000.

International Student Identity Card (ISIC): Required!  This card provides travel and medical evacuation insurance.  We will provide you with this card at your orientation sessions.  .

Copies:  OIP must have a copy of your passport, visa (if applicable) and both the front and back of your insurance card.
____
Immunizations: All students should have an updated tetanus shot within the last 10 years.   Please reference the Center for Disease Control’s Web site (http://wwwn.cdc.gov/travel/default.aspx) for required and/or recommended shots.
____
Orientation Sessions:  Attendance is required, dates determined by faculty member in conjunction with the OIP.  Dates, times and location will be provided as soon as they are known.  
____
Debriefing Session:  Shortly after your return from abroad, the OIP will coordinate a meeting for your group to discuss your program.  

____
Program Questionnaire:  Forms will be distributed to you upon return during your debriefing session.
