3. If you have not completed an Associate’s Degree, a copy of your high school transcripts with 
posted graduation date, diploma, or GED is required.

Re-Admission
1. If you have completed courses at any other institution since last attending SVSU, 
arrange to have an official transcript of your record sent directly to the Registrar’s Office. 

Second Bachelor’s Degree
1. Arrange to have an official transcript from each college or university attended sent 
directly to the Office of Admissions.

Non-Degree
