Frash Food Slorage

*  Tha frash food compartment should be kept batwaen 34° F and 40 F with an optimim emperature of 37° F.

*  Avoid overcrowding he refrigerdbar shehees. This reduces the circulation of sir around the food and results in Lieyven
coaling.

Packaging Foods for Froezing

= Tominemiza debydation and quality deterioralion, use alurminuen foil, freezar wrap, freezer bags or alright containers.
Farce as much air cut of the packages as possible and saal therm lightly, Trapped air can cause food o dry oul,
change oolar, and davelop an off-fienor (fraezes bumm).

= ‘Wrap Iresh maats and pouliny with sutable freezar wrap prior b freazing

= Danol relreezo maat that has complataly fawed.

Loading the Freazer

*  Avoid adding loo much warm food io the eeger at ane ime. This overksads the feezar, slows tha rate of freezing,
and can rasse the temperature of fmzen foods.

*  Leave 8 space between |he packages. so cold air can circulate Trealy, allowing lood bo fresze as quickly as possils

* Awoid gtaring hend-lo-deesrs loods such as ica cream and orenge pica on the feeser door shebves. Thasa foods are
best siorad in the Fragzer intarior whane tha temperabure venes lags.
