ACQUISITION OF A TRANSITION
ELECTRON MICROSCOPE (TEM) AND
AN ENERGY DISPERSIVE
SPECTROMETER (EDS) TO ASSIST A
BROADER GROUP OF STUDENT AND
FACULTY RESEARCHER IMPACT /
FY07

Robert Tuttle, Assistant Professor of Mechanical
Engineering, and Sally Shepardson, Assistant
Professor of Biology, received $450,641 from the
National Science Foundation to acquire a Transition
Electron Microscope (TEM) and an Energy
Dispersive Spectrometer (EDS) for Saginaw Valley
State University’s Electron Microscope (EM)
facility. The acquisition of these pieces of
equipment will assist a broader group of faculty and
student researchers in a larger array of science and
engineering disciplines. The new TEM is replacing
the 25-year-old TEM which will allow the
enhancement of existing research, educational, and
community outreach programs at SVSU. Outreach
activities include tours and hands on programs for
middle school, high school, and community college
students from the region. Additionally, local small
and medium sized businesses are able to use this
equipment to conduct basic research on new
products and evaluate manufacturing processes.
Since the arrival and installation of the new
equipment, one major project, Immunogold Staining
of Mitochondrial Peptides in Freshwater Clams, has
been conducted. Several students have been able to
work on this project along with a faculty member.
The experiences these students have gained by using
the equipment have better prepared them for
advanced degrees in biology. Also, many students
are considering continuing their education because
of this exposure to advanced research.

DEVELOPMENT OF AN AMATEUR RADIO
PROGRAM AT THE FIRST WARD
COMMUNITY CENTER IMPACT/FY07

Robert Tuttle, Assistant Professor of Mechanical
Engineering, was awarded $3,398.18 from the
Saginaw Community Foundation for the
Development of an Amateur Radio Program at the
First Ward Community Center. The purpose of this
project was to provide youth at the First Ward
Community Center with the opportunity to become
licensed amateur radio operators and have access to
the equipment necessary to explore radio operations.
With funds from the Foundation, a room at the First
Ward Community Center was transformed into an
amateur radio station where youth in the summer
program at the center were able to participate in a
licensing class. In the class, the youth learned the
mathematics, science, and engineering knowledge
used in amateur radio. All class materials and fees
were supported by the grant. After the summer
program, the class materials were placed in the
collection of the Claytor Library of the Public
Libraries of Saginaw for further use.
