(CYTC).  This project offered a one-week 

technology workshop to underrepresented Saginaw 

youth in grades 5-8.  This workshop was held at 

Saginaw Valley State University in conjunction 

with Victorious Believers Ministries.  The purpose 

of the camp was to develop digital literacy skills of 

students through instruction of various technology 

tools and applications.  Eight students were chosen 

and attended a four-hour workshop for five days.  

The students brought personal artifacts to the 

workshops that represented themselves and/or their 

community and also received a 1 GB flash drive to 

store their project files.  The students used these 

tools and their newly developed skills to create an 

autobiographical project including their own short 

story.  These stories include ways in which the 

Saginaw Community has impacted their lives.   The 

final product of the stories included a DVD which 

the students were able to keep and copies were 

made for the Student Technology Center to 

maintain.  The students who participated in this 

project will be able to apply the knowledge gained 

in their cross-curricular schoolwork and the skills 

gained will help them in their future marketability.
