WORKGROUP MINI GRANT PROGRAM /

Margaret Flatt, Acting Assistant Dean College of 

Health and Human Services, received $1,500 from 

the American Nurses Association for a project 

titled, Health Care Without Harm.  This project had 

two main parts.  Part one was to minimize waste 

generation and exposure to toxic substances with 

improved simulation learning laboratory policies 

and procedures for SVSU nursing students.  The 

second part of the project was to contribute to the 

design of a new academic building for nursing and 

health sciences based on environmental, ergonomic, 

and aesthetic principles.  As a result of this grant, 

SVSU’s College of Health and Human Services has 

a Green Team with expertise in simulated clinical 

laboratory policies and procedures and plans for a 

new Leadership in Energy and Environmental 

Design (LEED) certified College of Health and 

Human Services building.  Nursing, occupational 

therapy, and health science faculty have participated 

in green team activities since the inception of the 

grant and have been educated on green principles 

and policies.  New building projects funded by the 

State of Michigan are now required to be LEED 

certified, as a result, SVSU will be seeking 

certification of the new construction project.  

Because of the information obtained throughout the 

timeline of this grant several suggestions will be 

able to be made by the Green Team in order to make 

LEED certification possible.   

 

GRADUATE NURSING PROGRAM 

TRAINEESHIP/FY06 

Janalou Blecke, Dean Crystal M. Lange College of 

Health & Human Services, received $24,678 from 

HRSA: Advanced Education Nursing Traineeship 

for the Graduate Nursing Program Traineeship.  

This funding provided traineeship support to 

eligible students in the Master of Science in Nursing 

program in the Crystal M. Lange College of Nursing 

& Health Sciences at Saginaw Valley State 

University.  This graduate program prepares 

registered professional nurses for leadership roles in 

advanced nursing practice.  Saginaw Valley offers 

the only graduate level accredited nursing program 

in the 22 county lower north-east Michigan region.  

Graduates of this program usually stay in the area 

and many of the health care and educational 

institutions in the region have benefited from the 

work of the graduates from the M.S.N. program and 

continue to recruit them.    

 

 

TRAVEL TO AUSTRALIA: EXPLORING 

DIFFERENCES IN HEALTH  

CARE SYSTEMS/FY07 

Sally Decker, Professor of Nursing, and 

Elizabeth Roe, Associate Professor of Nursing, 

received $1,500 from Sigma Theta Tau 

International, Theta Chi Chapter in April 2007 

for their Travel to Australia.  Dr. Decker and Dr. 

Roe traveled to Australia in May of 2007 with a 

group of fifteen SVSU nursing students to 

compare the health care systems of Australia and 

the United States.  The total cost per student was 

$3,500 and this grant helped to support traveling 

expenses with each student receiving $100.  

While in Australia, the group observed 

Australia’s health care system, which is 

significantly different from that of the United 

States.  Along with the opportunity to observe 

the healthcare system, students were able to 

explore differences in nursing education and 

nursing interventions in the country.  The 

students were also able to work together and 

visit various places in Australia.  After the trip, 

the students were required to show what they 

had learned through written papers and oral 

presentations.
