= Bring your Student ID to check-in at the west fieldhouse entrance
of the Ryder Center. From Lot E, follow the sidewalk against the fieldhouse
until it ends

3 Head to the area behind the stage curtain to get your name card
and write your name phonetically for the announcer

» Do NOT bring valuables (coats, purses) with you.
There is no place to store your items
