
COLLEGE OF EDUCATION RESEARCH AWARD

Funding possible:  Faculty can receive funding for Option 1 or Option 2, but not both in one year.

Option 1 - SVSU COLLEGE OF EDUCATION FACULTY RESEARCH PROPOSAL
Faculty Research is defined as research leading to publication or presentation. 
Eligible Applicants: Proposals are accepted from full-time faculty members on continuing appointment. Endowed Professors are ineligible to apply. 

The deadline for receipt of proposals for Research Award is 4:30 pm on March 15 yearly using the online application system found at the Sponsored Programs website.  When the submission date falls on a Saturday or Sunday the submission date will be the first business day of the following week. Any applicant's proposal that is late will be accepted, time dated, and held until the next review cycle. The applications are time stamped electronically. 

Your proposal will be evaluated by the College of Education Department Chairs; although professionals, many may not be familiar with your research plans or scholarly activity and professional development plans or discipline. Clear, concise, writing is essential for a successful proposal, so eliminate any possibility of misunderstanding. Should you need assistance in developing your application, please contact the Office of Sponsored Programs, 964-4295. 

Purpose: to provide SEED MONEY designated to support research and stimulate the submission of proposals to other agencies for external funding.   This award will support 2-4 projects yearly; each award will be no more than $3,000. These grants are SEED MONEY designed to support research and stimulate the submission of proposals to other agencies for external funding. Any faculty member who has received research support from SVSU in the last three out of five years will not receive an additional award unless a research grant proposal is submitted to at least one outside agency (i.e., the Department of Education, Institute for Education Sciences, National Endowment for the Humanities, Ford Foundation, and others). 
The Office of Sponsored Programs will assist the faculty member in this reminder. Once an external application has been submitted, the faculty member may then submit a proposal. The proposed research may be supported by SVSU even if the external proposal is not funded.

ABSTRACT

Prepare a clear, concise description of the goals, methods, and anticipated outcomes of the proposed project.   An abstract is a summary of essential ideas drawn from a larger text (it is not an introduction to that text).   

Maximum 200 words.  Your abstract will be published in reports and/or press announcements.

NARRATIVE - single-Spaced & 12 size font

1. Goal(s) and Objective(s):  State clearly the joint student and faculty member research problem/question or creative concept that provides educational opportunities to address various student and administrative issues.
2. Background and Context:  Describe the relation of the proposed project to the present state of knowledge in the field.  Cite relevant references.
3. Significance and Impact:  Provide a description of the importance of the work and its impact on 
· your research work and the student’s academic objectives
· the goals and objectives of the College of Education Faculty Research Proposals to address educational issues and to provide real-life research opportunities for students
· Saginaw Valley State University; and 
· the region.
Describe any special qualifications the student and the faculty member have that would be advantageous for project completion.
4. Methods/Procedures/Materials:  Describe in clear and understandable terms the general plan of work to achieve the objective(s).  Describe the roles and responsibilities of the student and the faculty member.  If more than one student and faculty member are included, describe roles and responsibilities of all members of the team.
5. Timeline:  Provide an outline of the activities to be carried out during the period of funding for the proposed project and a publication projection within a reasonable period of time after receipt of the award. 
6. Describe contingency or alternate plans.

7. Evaluation: Describe how you will assess ongoing project activities to demonstrate that the project is making progress in meeting the goals. Describe the anticipated final “product” of the proposed project (i.e. a published work, policy recommendation, body of work for a show or performance, etc.) Describe the publication/ presentation of the findings of the research in a significant refereed journal and/or specific targeted journals or publishers.
8. Budget Narrative:  Proposals may request up to $3,000; faculty stipends/wages/release time are not allowed.  Explain how each item requested is essential for successful completion of the project. The following list provides possible uses of the funds; not all projects will use all items listed below. Each proposal must include a brief budget and budget justification. The budget may include costs up to the limits noted; all activities must be planned, carried out with the time frame of the proposed project. Under no circumstances (for example) should you purchase airline tickets or pay for conference fees before the grant has ended with the intent to attend the event once the grant period is over.  
· Student stipends/wages:  estimated cost/hour x number of hours/week x number of weeks = total

· Wages for student assistants may be requested; the maximum number of hours that a student may work during the academic year is 20 hours per week by law; during the Sp/Sum terms students may work 40 hours per week.  Student wages starting on January 1, 2026, are $13.73/hr.

· Equipment:  include potential vendor quote for items over $500 and explain how you will use the equipment in terms of project objectives.  Equipment purchased remains the property of the University.
If a yearly service/maintenance agreement is required, include an email from your Dean indicating yearly service/maintenance support for this equipment.  Not allowed: Purchase of computers strictly for word-processing, instructional, or administrative purposes.
· Research supplies and materials:  include number of items x cost per item.  Explain how you will use these items.
· Travel costs: Clearly explain the need for the travel as it pertains to your project. Possible costs include flight costs, mileage costs x number of miles, number of trips, hotel costs x number of days. Per diem rates for meals and incidental expenses are reimbursed based on U.S. General Services Administration (GSA) rate tables (www.gsa.gov) when employees travel on approved University business. 
Travel, domestic and international, is allowed to research sites, collections, and/or conferences. To determine the allowable rates, refer to the SVSU Operations Manual at http://www.svsu.edu/operationsmanual/. 
· Other Costs: Include postage, photocopying, computer software.  Explain how these costs support your project.
CURRICULUM VITAE (two-page limit) - Attach curriculum vita that includes your professional experience detailing job experience, research, publications, grants, activities, honors, awards, and committees that are relevant to the project proposed. If you attach more than two pages, SP will delete pages 3+.
PREVIOUS FUNDING SUPPORT & PROGRESS REPORTS

The purpose of this section is to demonstrate your progress as a researcher and progress for this proposal.  Include the following sections, as appropriate.

· Prior Internal Funding Support:  Include the one-page grant reports for previous awards received from SVSU in the past five years.    

· Future Funding:  The College of Education Research Award program can assist the PI in establishing a long-term program of externally funded research, creative, and scholarly activity.  In this section identify external sources and their specific funding competitions that fund this type of project; describe your plans to submit a proposal to these agencies and how this funding will increase your chances of success.

APPENDIX - The purpose of the appendix is to demonstrate the willingness of other collaborators, support for equipment maintenance from your Dean, use of off-site facilities that is essential to your project completion. When appropriate, include letters from the appropriate people to confirm their commitment of time, support, or facilities use for your project. 
Option 2 – SVSU COLLEGE OF EDUCATION ACADEMIC AND PEDAGOGICAL INNOVATION

Academic and Pedagogical Innovation should result in student retention and success.

Eligible Applicants: Proposals are accepted from full-time faculty members on continuing appointment. 

The deadline for receipt of proposals for Academic and Pedagogical Innovation Award is 4:30 pm on March 15 yearly using the online application system found at the Sponsored Programs website. When the submission date falls on a Saturday or Sunday the submission date will be the first business day of the following week. Any applicant's proposal that is late will be accepted, time dated and held until the next review cycle. The applications are time stamped electronically. 

Your proposal will be evaluated by the College of Education Department Chairs; although professionals, many may not be familiar with your research plans or scholarly activity and professional development plans or discipline. Clear, concise, writing is essential for a successful proposal, so eliminate any possibility of misunderstanding. Purpose:  The purpose of the award is to support the work of individual tenure-track faculty or teams of faculty for academic and pedagogical innovation projects that enhance student learning. These projects will demonstrate the use of evidence-based practices and innovative pedagogy to address a learning need. Estimated amount: up to $5,500/project.
Proposals should include projects that support the following College of Education goals: 

1. Foster pedagogical innovation and excellence with the purpose of addressing student retention and success. 
2. Promote understanding and implementation of high-impact, evidenced-based pedagogical practices. 

3. Support faculty, departments, and non-academic units in the integration of curricular and co-curricular activities that enhance student learning.

4. Encourage and support faculty to leverage technology to enhance learning and address teaching and learning challenges.

5. Support faculty in the scholarship of teaching and learning initiatives.
6. What this is not: a mechanism to request funding for curriculum development.
Examples include, but are not limited to:

· novel applications of instructional technology/methods in the classroom;

· incorporation of service learning projects;

· scholarship of teaching and learning projects

It is expected that the project will be implemented and assessed within the next academic year. Provide a timeline to support the proposed project.  

Selection Criteria

Applications will be ranked higher that clearly articulate how they will:

· Substantially enhance the learning outcomes and experiences of significant numbers of SVSU students.

· Represent activities that go above and beyond standard elements of course development or course revision.

· Incorporate appropriate methods for assessing, documenting, and disseminating project impact.

· Create or enhance collaborations across faculty and/or units 

· Clearly link to departmental, college, and/or University educational priorities.

· Be sustained beyond the funding period.

Proposal Guidelines

Applicants should prepare a 3-page proposal that includes the following items:

abstract (to be used for press releases and summary reports)

Project Title, Faculty Member’s name and title, target audience to be served, description of the goal(s) to be achieved, and method(s) to be used, and anticipated outcome(s) of the proposed project (maximum 150 words).
narrative: single-spaced & 12 size font

1. Need statement and goals and objectives of the proposed project: Describe the instructional and learning need that the project is proposing to address. List the project goals, objectives and anticipated outcomes. 
2. Background and Context: Provide the instructional context and a research background to support your proposed project. 
3. Significance and Impact: Provide a description of how this project will impact student learning.
4. Timeline: Provide a timeline for the proposed project. 

5. Project Evaluation: Explain how the success of this project will be assessed for student retention and success, documented, and disseminated. Assessment methods might include but are not limited to: midterm course assessments; assignment, syllabi or other course document reviews; analysis of student work; end-of-term student ratings; focus group; surveys.  

budget and budget narrative (in addition to 3-page limit)

Describe how you plan to use the funds for the project. 

Explain how the budget is aligned with the project’s objectives. 

List/disclose any other funding supporting this project.  

NOTE: College of Education Awards are one-year awards.  
· Submit all expenditures to Sponsored Programs for approval.

· Accounts for monetary awards will be closed on June 30, the project end date. Any funds remaining will be returned to the University.
· Final report of the project activities is due 90 days after the project end date.

· Occasionally extenuating circumstances prevent the scope of work from being completed during grant period and funds remain.  If this happens you may request a one-time one semester extension by submitting your request in writing to the Sponsored Programs Office.  They will route the request for approval.  
· Funds remaining after the one-time one semester extension will be returned to the College of Education account.  
· Faculty who receives approval to extend their project may not apply for or receive another award in the extension year.

· Faculty who has been awarded three-unit grants in the last five years are ineligible for additional awards unless they have applied for external funding through Sponsored Programs.  
Extension

SVSU College of Education Awards are awarded for one-year time period from July 1 through June 30.  Should a faculty member require additional time to complete their project, the faculty member should request an extension utilizing Sponsored Program’s Office.  This office is responsible for tracking requests and reporting.

· Step 1:
The faculty member may request an extension at any time, but at least 10 days before the grant ends -by June 20 yearly.  Faculty should send an email with a one paragraph rationale for the request to Sponsored Programs.  

· Step 2:  SP → will route your request to your Dean who will verify the work is in progress and needs additional time to be completed, then → your request will be forwarded to the Vice President for Academic Affairs for approval.  

· Step 3:  You will receive a written response from Sponsored Programs.  
FINAL REPORT is to be submitted on the SVSU Internal Grant System:

If funded, a two-page final report will be due 90 days following the project end date addressing the following list:

1. Describe progress made in meeting the proposal goals and objectives (formative evaluation). Include an evaluation of the project’s outcomes (summative evaluation) that summarizes the results, findings, and/or conclusions of your project.

2. If award money was granted, please submit a summary of expenditures.

3. List any external funding sought (funded, declined, or pending) as a result of your award. Give proposal title, sponsor, and amount requested.
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
