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RESOURCE GRANT PROGRAM
PROFILE & PROCEDURES
Donor: The Resource Grant Program was established in 1998 by the SVSU Foundation Board of Directors.  Available funds are generated by distributions from the SVSU Foundation Resource Fund endowment.

Selection: Grant applications will be reviewed and grants awarded by the Evaluation Committee of the SVSU Foundation.  The Evaluation Committee is composed of appointed members from the SVSU Foundation Board of Directors.  

Purpose:  The goal of the Resource Grant Program is to stimulate innovation and enrichment of opportunities for students by providing funds for programs, projects, or travel. Proposals must be submitted by SVSU faculty or staff; student generated projects require an SVSU faculty or staff advisor/mentor that signs and submits the application and serves as the project advisor and contact person. All grant proposals must align with one or more of the six priorities detailed in the current SVSU Strategic Plan.
Scoring Standards: To review the criteria used by the Resource Grant Evaluation Committee to score proposals and determine funding levels, please read the document, "Resource Grant Scoring Sheet".

Funding Limitations:

· Programs/projects must be completed within a one-year time period. Grantees may reapply for the same project/program one year after previous project’s end date.

· Proposals for previously funded projects must demonstrate how the project will be expanded, upgraded, or serve new participants AND demonstrate support from the University or other sources.

· Requests for ongoing funding will not be approved.

· Please note there is a maximum funding cap for student travel proposals of $1,000 per participant.

· The most successful proposals will include additional sources of funding or clearly defined plans to pursue funding in addition to the Resource Grant (i.e., SVSU departmental support, student fundraising and/or responsibility for some costs, other grants, etc.). If no other funding sources are sought, please explain.
· Please allow a minimum of 4-6 weeks between the application deadline and the funding decision.

No grants will be made for faculty research/compensation; SVSU students' tuition; or supplies relevant to SVSU courses. Any compensation to students for participation in projects is not to be a substitution for student employment that should be paid through departmental student employment budgets.

IMPORTANT NOTE – Study Abroad -- The SVSU Foundation Resource Grant Program no longer accepts Study Abroad trip requests.
Deadline is 4:30 p.m. October 15 and March 15.   In the event one of these dates fall on Saturday or Sunday, the deadline will be 4:30 p.m. the next business day.

Notification to grantees: Within 45 days of posted deadlines.

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INSTRUCTIONS

Abstract:  up to 500 word abstract that includes who, what, where, when, what, how, and why of the project to be used in press releases.
Narrative

· Purpose of Grant

· Describe proposed program or project, with goals and objectives and action plans. Limit technical terminology.  Proposals should be concise and understandable to lay readers. 

· Describe how students would benefit from the program or project. (Please include the number of students directly involved and the additional number who may benefit.) Include information about your department’s student-focused accomplishments - programs and activities outside regular classroom instruction/standard services – from the last two years.
· Describe how the project will advance one or more goals of the University’s current strategic plan (http://www.svsu.edu/strategicplan/). 
· Identify other organizations, partners or funders participating in the project and their roles (if any). If there are no additional funders, please explain why the Resource Grant should be the sole source of funding and/or your efforts to secure available additional sources.
· Provide a timetable for implementation (your project should begin at least 4-6 weeks after the application deadline).  Proposals to fund student travel experiences require the following as appropriate: daily travel itineraries; names of key participants; name/date of conferences or events. (Please note, if students are presenting, and if they have been part of a previous Resource Grant-funded conference experience.)
· Evaluation - Outline a clear plan to measure your results that includes a description of the methodology used to evaluate your results.  Include formative and summative results.  
· Indicate how/where SVSU Foundation Resource Grant will be acknowledged – i.e. publications, signage, media coverage.
Other

· Indicate how/where SVSU Foundation Resource Grant Program will be acknowledged – i.e. publications, signage, media coverage.
· Provide letters of support from other organizations, partners, or funders participating in the project, as appropriate.
Budget

· Specify the budget period.

· Itemize expenses. 
· List confirmed and pending sources of revenue.

Note:  Inaccurate or incomplete budgets may result in your project receiving insufficient funds, or cause your proposal to be denied.  If the attached form is not adaptable to your project, you may construct your own budget form providing the requested budget detail.
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REPORTING GUIDELINES
By accepting an SVSU Foundation Resource Grant, you are agreeing to submit a final report for your program or project to the SVSU Foundation that is due 30 days after the end date of your project.  Failure to submit a report will result in the loss of your eligibility for future Resource Grants.

The final report must include the following:

1. One page summary of the program and the participants involved that lists the goal and outcome of each that includes the benefits to SVSU students/others (i.e. target population) with measurable results (number served, finished product).  Include anecdotal material or direct quotes from participants.

2. List area organizations or institutions involved in the project/program.  

3. Describe future project/program plans.

4. Include final budget expenditures and other sources of revenue.
5. Include up to two samples of materials generated by the project, i.e. student writings, photographs of an event, object, or other materials.

6. Include copies of articles from the local media or other publications, and up to two samples of printed materials acknowledging the SVSU Foundation Resource Grant Program.
