SVSU KERMAN PRIZE GUIDELINES
This prize is intended to recognize the important relationship—for the benefit of students and their university success–between teaching, classroom learning, and mentorship through research opportunities in the significance of technology from a humanities perspective. In other words, proposed research should focus on the impact of technology on humanities education. How does the change affect the relationship between students and faculty? How does it impact teaching? What is the cultural and social impact? (i.e., similar to the way Zoom impacted how people meet and communicate, though with emphasis on a higher education scenario.) The project may involve new or evolving teaching technologies.
Eligibility Requirements:

Tenure-track faculty in the College of Arts and Behavioral Sciences who demonstrate excellence as scholars, teachers, and research mentors of undergraduate students.

Project Requirements:

Proposals will be accepted for multi-disciplinary projects that are humanistic in nature and focused on the influence of technology on cultural and social change or disruption. Special consideration will be given to projects that raise and/or highlight under-represented voices or populations. Proposals must demonstrate a collaboration between faculty mentors and undergraduate student researchers.

Deadline:

Proposals will be accepted year-round. One award of $5,000 is available annually. 

Selection:

The Provost and the Dean of the College of Arts and Behavioral Sciences will review the proposals and make recommendations to the SVSU Foundation Board Evaluation Committee who will make the final selections.

Amount:  $5,000
Awards: 1 per cycle

Proposal Format:
ABSTRACT

Prepare a clear, concise, brief description of the goals, methods, and anticipated outcomes of the proposed project.   

NARRATIVE

1. Goal(s) and Objective(s):  State clearly the research problem/question or creative concept that will be addressed during the period of the proposed project.  

2. Significance and Impact:  Provide a description of the importance of the work and its impact upon 
· student learning and research experience;

· your research work; 
· your discipline; 
· Saginaw Valley State University; and 
· Society in general.  
3. Methods/Procedures/Materials:  Describe in clear and understandable terms the general plan of work to achieve the objective(s).  
4. Timeline:  Provide an outline of the activities to be carried out during the period of funding for the proposed project.  
5. Evaluation: Describe how you will assess ongoing project activities to demonstrate that the project is making progress in meeting the goals. Describe the anticipated final “product” of the proposed project (i.e. a published work, policy recommendation, body of work for a show or performance, etc.) 
Budget:  Eligible expenses include but are not limited to support for participation in national or international conferences, stipends for student research opportunities, funding for materials to be utilized by the faculty member to enhance the student learning experience (including curriculum development), and seed funding for research or academic activities with direct relevance to student or the general public.

APPENDIX 

The purpose of the appendix is to demonstrate the willingness of other collaborators, support for equipment maintenance from your Dean, use of off-site facilities that is essential to your project completion.  When appropriate, include letters from the appropriate people to confirm their commitment of time, support, or facilities use for your project. 

FINAL REPORT is to be submitted on the SVSU Internal Grant System:  http://svsu.infoready4.com/CompetitionSpace



A final report is due within one year of the grant award or at the conclusion of the project, whichever is soonest. The report must include: 
1. Progress made in meeting the proposal goals and objectives, including an evaluation of the project’s outcomes that summarizes the results, findings, and/or conclusions of your project.

2. A final budget/summary of expenditures.
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
